Write for a Selfish Reader

Research is showing that people read web content differently than they do printed text. They tend to scan across the top of an article and then down the left side, looking for keywords that interest them. The typical web reader does not read far down the page.

Given these apparent constraints, we ask you to use 500-600 words as a target for your review. And we urge you to start fast by addressing the essential points of your review as early as possible. A slow build isn't well suited to the web medium.

We understand that some reviews have to be longer, and we won't be lopping off any text after 600 words! Still, all of us writing for the web need to look in the mirror and consider how we behave as readers on the web.

Here's a link to brief discussion of how writing differs for the web and for more traditional media. I highly recommend it.
The word counts in the outline are guidelines only.

Introduction (word count = 15%)

As we say above, start fast! Offer your key ideas as soon as you can. Basically consider writing like a newspaper journalist: the lede (the opening couple of paragraphs) should express the fundamental points of the article.

Description (word count = 20%)

Describe the topic and any aspects of it that you think are important for the prospective reader to know.

Evaluation (word count = 50%)

Explain the major pros and cons of the book. You can structure the discussion using the evaluation categories below. You do not have to say something about every category.

Recommendation (word count = 15%)
Please provide a succinct recommendation regarding purchase and use of the course(s). Express it as you would if you were talking to a valued colleague who asked your advice about the product. 
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
